7. Summer Playschemes 2019 – Feedback ( Julian Davenne attending  )  
The playschemes were a considerable success with 61 children regularly attending .

It was recognised there are benefits to both the children attending & the support staff in terms of behavioural development .

The proposed weekly sessions for teenagers were discussed & it was recognised :

· The 12-15 age group would be appropriate

· The registration process would identify any additional support needs 

· TCBC successfully run a large number of schemes

· Anti-social behaviour would not be tolerated & examples were quoted of ways of changing behaviours 
· A child / staff ratio of 8 :1 would apply 

· TCBC would arrange all necessary policies / procedures / insurance 

It was agreed that the Council wished to proceed with this initiative but first required the agreement of the Village Hall Committee.

Cllr Burnett agreed to raise this matter at the next meeting of the Village Hall Committee.

8. Henllys LNR ( Chris Partridge attending )  
A presentation was given on the further developments at the LNR , in particular the making of apple juice .

Storage was a problem & additional space was required if the LNR was to grow .

It was agreed that a grant of £1300 be given , £300 being in relation to the cost of the planning application.

Chris Partridge is to provide an explanation of the way in which the core funding grant of £1000 has been used.
